Item No 1

G4 ROAD STONE:

The material must consist of high quality crushed natural gravel or crusher-run gravel
material. It is used for base and sub-base layers for roads with a maximum size of 37.5
mm or 26,5mm. The material needs to be primarily sourced from durable natural
gravels or parent rock The material shall comply with SANS 1200 and 3001 and
COLTO technical standards and specifications.

Item No 2

CRUSHER DUST:

The material is a blended mix of well-graded angular crushed stone and stone dust.
The stone portion ranges from fines to about 0-5 mm or 0-6 mm, with the dust filling to
voids between larger pieces. The mix of crushed angular stone and fine dust needs to
act as a binder, creates a low-void, and a high-density stable and compactable
foundational support once compacted. The result is a base material with strong
stability. Crushed stone provides structure, while the dust creates the binder that fills
gaps and locks the base together. It needs to be a balance combination that produces
a strong compactable base. The product needs to comply with COLTO standards and
specifications and SANS 1083 for road and construction materials.

SAND:

Building sand for structural concrete, mortar and plastering. The sand needs to be
clean from clay, silt and organic matter to ensure bonding strength. Sand needs to be
washed and free from excessive fines, passing a 0.075 mm sieve will be ideal. The
material shall comply with SANS 1200 and 1083.
